1.   Northern & Southern state lifestyles.

North:  How was industry affecting the North?  How did farms work in the North?  Where we people coming from to fill all the jobs? 

South:  What was the main way of making money in the South?  Describe the plantation system.  What crop and  invention increased the use of slavery? 

2.  The Abolition Movement.  Describe the Underground Railroad.  Who was its most famous “conductor”?  Explain how the Fugitive Slave Law hurt Abolitionism. Name a famous ex-slave/abolitionist.

3.  How the addition of new states lead to controversy between the North and South.  What branch of government had to be balanced each time a state was added?  List and describe 3 compromises made during this time period to keep the country together.

4.  The military advantages and disadvantages for the North and South.  Who had the best generals and positive attitude?  Who had the biggest army and more supplies?  Which side used a navy and how?

5.  The early battles of the war.  Name and date the first shots of the Civil War. How were battles named differently in the North and South?  What happened at Bull Run that shocked the North?    

6.  What battle symbolized the turning point in the war?  Describe who won, and what final attack symbolizes the amount of death during the battle.  What famous speech dedicated the memorial at this site?

7.   The approach the Union took to win the war.  Describe the importance of the ‘March to the Sea’ and who the general responsible for it was?  Which general took control of the Army of the Potomac and challenged Gen. Lee? 

8. Describe the condition of the southern states at the end of the Civil War and the Northern plans for dealing with the South.  Compare and contrast Lincoln and Johnson’s plans for Reconstruction.  What events or circumstances led to both not being adopted into law?  

9.  Describe how the South was governed under Radical Reconstruction.  Which political party was in charge and who in the south belonged to that party? What steps had to be taken for a southern state to re-enter the Union? Compare that to how Southern whites intimidated blacks after they regained control of their states.  
10.  Describe the end of Reconstruction.  How did the Democrats regain control of Southern politics?  What president was seen as corrupt that hurt Reconstruction? Describe the results of the 1876 election.  Describe how the ‘Compromise of 1877’ ended Reconstruction.
