     U-boats launched torpedoes against Allied supply ships, causing heavy losses.       They also attacked ships belonging to neutral countries like the United States, which helped “pull” it into the war!
53. Describe how the war was being fought on the seas.

Groups of U-boats, called “wolf packs” attacked Allied supply ships.
The powerful British navy blockaded the ports of the Central Powers which kept supplies from reaching Germany.  
      The navy also laid explosive mines in the North Sea which could sink an enemy 
      ship in minutes!
