1. Why was the arrival of U.S. troops a good thing for the Allies?
     By the time they arrived, the Allies were dangerously near defeat!

2. What was the “AEF”? It means “American Expeditionary Force” and was the name given to American forces fighting in Europe.

3.  Why did General Pershing not allow American soldiers to join with French and British troops?  He wanted Americans to join the fight as a separate force (not have it scattered among the Allied forces.)
4. Why weren’t American troops immediately sent into combat?  They went through training (in army discipline and trench warfare).

5. Explain the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk:  Russia made a peace agreement with the Central Powers and stopped fighting.

6. Explain what political change was going on in Russia at the time of the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk.
In 1917, the Bolsheviks  (Communists) overthrew the Russian government and seized power.  They were led by Vladimir Lenin.

7. What do Communists believe?  They believe that all people should share wealth equally and are against all forms of private property.

8. What caused Germany to believe that it had a chance to break the stalemate by transferring many of its divisions from the Eastern Front to the Western Front?

With Russia out of the way, German generals saw their chance to win the war.
9. What were the “realities” of the American trench soldier’s foods? 

     They lived on dried beef, hard biscuits and canned rations.
10.  What were the “realities” of the American soldier’s life in the trenches?  They 
     shared the trenches with rats, lice and the bodies of dead soldiers.
11. Explain how the Battle of the Marne (1918) was a turning point in the war. (two parts)
        The Germany army lost many men in the battle and it stopped the German 
     offensive against Paris.

12. During this great battle, how were the Germans unprepared for American soldiers?
         They were unprepared for their fresh energy and fighting skills. 
13. Explain how Alvin York became an American hero:  In October of 1918, York  

      killed 25 German gunners and captured 132 prisoners.

14. How was the 369th “different” from other units?  All of its soldiers were African Americans

15. How was its length of combat duty different from all the other American forces sent 
      to Europe?  They spent more time (191 days) in combat.
16. Why was the entire unit awarded the “Croix de Guerre”? For their bravery in combat

17. Explain the “convoy system”.  Destroyers capable of sinking U-boats escorted and protected groups of Allied merchant ships.
Explain the actions of the following three members of the Central Powers in 1918 which forced an end to the war:

18. Bulgaria- quit the war in the fall of 1918.
19. The Ottoman Empire- quit the war in the fall of 1918.
20. Austria-Hungary- reached a peace agreement with the Allies on

21. What is an “armistice”?  a truce (the end of fighting)

After the Germans agreed to a cease-fire, the Allies demanded that the Germany pull back from 22. all its conquered territory, destroy its 23. aircraft, tanks and big guns
and surrender its 24. U-boats or submarines.
